St Monica’s High School will hold parish assemblies this coming week. Each of the five main parishes sending children to St Monica’s will have its own day for assembly.  Our Lady of Grace’s day is Thursday.
Caritas Diocese of Salford  includes the Catholic Children’s Rescue Society and Catholic Welfare Societies in this diocese. 

Caritas encourages and supports parish and community involvement in activities that meet the needs of people within the Salford diocese.  It provides a range of professional and volunteer-supported services to all people with social disadvantage and need. 

Caritas also recruits, trains and supports volunteers in a range of family and community services. The collection next Sunday replaces the collection that used to be taken every November for the Children’s Rescue Society. Gift Aid envelopes are available from the back of church. Using them will increase your contribution by about a quarter without any cost to the donor.
The new Caritas Centre based in the former presbytery of St. Josephs Bury is hoping to establish a support group and provide a listening ear for those who are coping with loss of any kind.
